Engaging, empowering
experiences

Our academic curriculum teaches the key
knowledge and skills that children will need to
succeed in their learning. Through dedicated
planning and teaching, we are able to support
and extend children’s learning in all subjects.

Admissions arrangements

Reception intake

Our school is a community school. The
Admissions Authority for our school is therefore
the LA, which publishes its entry regulations
every year. Parents can receive a copy of these
regulations directly from Wolverhampton City
Council. Any applications for full-time school
now have to go through the local authority.

Applications for Nursery admissions should be
made direct to the school office. Dependant on
spaces, children can attend our Nursery from
the second term after they turn 3.

In this area, children enter school at the start of
the academic year in which they become five.
There is one admission date per year, early in
September (i.e,, when the autumn term begins).

Application Process

* The closing date for September applications
is in mid-January of that year.

* You will be notified of your child’s placement
by the following April.
