“Yes,” Insha and Dylan say. 
“There’s room for us all.”

The children are having lots of fun playing together.

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What happens if I need the toilet?

Have you practised going to the toilet by yourself? 

The toilets are inside the 
classroom. You can go 
whenever you need to.

“Everything here is the right 
size for me, and it’s easy 
to use because I practise 
going by myself when I am 
at home,” she says.

She remembers to flush the 
toilet after she finishes, and 
then she washes her hands. 

“I always wash my hands with soap 
and water after I go to the toilet, to 
clean away all the germs,” she says.

If you have a toilet accident, your 
grown-ups will bring in some of your 
clothes for you to change into. If you 
don’t have any, nursery will have some 
spare clothes you can wear.

Don’t worry if you have an accident or 
need help. Tell your teacher and they 
will come and help you.
